Oklahoma Health Information Exchange  

With the passage of Senate Bill 1369 the laws around health information exchange have changed in 

Oklahoma. The newly established mandate requires that all health care providers participate in the 

statewide HIE by July 1, 2023.  

The financial cost associated with connecting to MyHealth Access Network (the state-designated entity) is 

variable. INTEGRIS Health Partners recommends that all independent providers start the application 

process here. Taking this action by July 1, 2023, will ensure you are in compliance with the mandate and 

give the opportunity for MyHealth to assess and estimate your individual cost. At that time, you can apply 

for exemption or hardship scholarship.

Coding Tip of the Month:  

 
Epilepsy / Seizure Disorders  

 
Epilepsy is a disorder characterized by recurrent transient disturbances of the cerebral function. Most of the 
codes in this category are classified based on the type of epilepsy/seizure, whether it is intractable or not 
intractable, and whether it is associated with status epilepticus.  
 
Document and Code current seizure(s), seizure disorder or epilepsy as a current problem when the 
condition is active and being treated with medication.

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Do not document past seizure(s) as current if the condition has resolved, has not recurred and is no longer 
being treated.  
 

(Validated Coding & Documentation Example below) 
 

G40.209 - Localization-related (focal) (partial) symptomatic epilepsy and epileptic syndromes with 

complex partial seizures NOS – Controlled, continue taking carbamazepine as directed.  

 

CVA / Sequelae of Stroke 

 
 This condition is presumed to occur only in the acute care setting (inpatient hospital). An acute CVA 
represents a medical emergency that requires prompt medical treatment. For follow-up care in the office 
setting, report the codes for history or sequelae / late effect.  
 
For history of stroke with no residual neurological deficits, assign code Z86.73: Personal history of TIA and 
cerebral infarction without residual deficits.  
 
Any residual late effect(s) present after the discharge from the initial acute care episode for the CVA, those 
conditions code to Sequelae of stroke (ICD-10-CM subcategory I69.3.-).  
 

(Validated Coding & Documentation Example below) 
 

I69.351 Hemiplegia & Hemiparesis following (CVA) affecting right dominant side – Stable, as noted in 

PE, will continue to monitor for improvement.
